Lotus has just announced the release of the Lotus 2-Eleven GT4 Supersport. While the 

model name might be quite the mouthful, it describes the car perfectly; it was 

designed to compete in the European SRO GT4 Supersports Championship.  Aimed as 

a drive-away race package, the 2-Eleven GT4 Supersport will be priced at £78,255. 

The new car is based on the 2-Eleven SC model and boasts modifications designed to 

improve performance in the white-hot environment of circuit racing as well as 

complying to GT4 Supersports regulations. Power is boosted to 266bhp with revised 

induction, and exhaust systems being fed increased boost pressure from a more
